e Your age group for the Local & Regional Ijtema’at is
determined by your age on the 1st of November 2025:

« For example, if you are 9 years and 9 months old on st
of November, then you should prepare for the Dianat
(7 to 9 years old) age group for your local & regional
ljtema, despite turning 10 before the end of the Atfal

year.

« As an exception, those Atfal turning 7 years old during
the year can choose to take partineither Amanat (Under
7s) or Dianat (7 to 9s) age group with their respective
syllabi.

« Your age group for the National ljtema is determined by
what age you will be on the day of the National Ijtema
i.e. September 2026.

« For example, if you are 9 years old on 1st of November
2025, then you should prepare for the Dianat age group
for the your local & regional ijtema. However, if you turn
10 before the National Ijtema, then you should prepare
for the Sadaqgat (10 to 12 years old) age group for the
National ljtema.
